-Bank of Oklahoma is partnering with The News on
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6 (KOTV) in Tulsa, sister station KWTV NEWS 9 in
Oklahoma City, the Tulsa World and The
Oklahoman. The stations will provide news coverag
and public service announcements during the drive.
The Oklahoman and the World will also provide
coverage with the World also contributing
advertising space.

The campaign name is taken from a
statewide partnership between the two
TV stations—"Raising the Grade”—dedicated to furthering the cause of
education in Oklahoma. Both stations are subsidiaries of Oklahoma City-
based Griffin Communications, LLC.

On morning news shows this Monday,
channels 6 and 9 will have live interviews
from the 96th & Delaware branch in
Tulsa and the Main Plaza in OKC.
Beneficiaries of the drive in Tulsa include
the Tulsa City-County Library System
and Volunteers of America, which
supports reading outreaches at schools
and community groups. In OKC, the
drive will benefit Metro Library System
and Positive Tomorrows, which conducts
outreaches to children whose families
face crises such as homelessness and
domestic violence.

-Bank of Albuquerque is joining with Albuquerque Reads. BAQ employees
are contributing books that the Albuquerque Reads program is in turn
distributing to Atrisco, Wherry and Bel Air elementary schools. Bank
employees are also signing up to read with children.

-Along with Bank of Arkansas, BOk's
community banks are partnering with
local libraries and various local
organizations committed to getting
books to children in their respective
communities.

-Bank of Texas in the Dallas-Fort Worth
Metroplex is partnering with Dallas
Reads. This agency, also known as the
Dallas County Adult Literacy Council, is
committed to outreaches that promote
literacy for the entire family. The agency
partners with other community
organizations dedicated to child learning and literacy.

-In Houston, BOT customers and employees will support outreaches to two
literacy organizations that not only benefit children but also adults who are
just learning to read or improve their literacy skills. The agencies include
Literacy Advance Houston and the

Literacy Council of Fort Bend County.

These two are also dedicated to helping
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adults learn English as a second
language.
